First of all, organic farms, producer associations, 

municipalities, organic restaurants, eco-touristic operators, 

and finally the consumers (i.e. by means of “ G.A.S, groups”, 

which are  social oriented purchase Groups) have been set in 

a network (co-ordinated by AIAB Campania). In this way, the 

Bio-District can really lead to qualified touristic flows, 

distributed not only during summer period but during the 

whole year.

The organic farms (under control and certification following 

E.U. rules and laws) and the “Organic Points” (shops and 

tourism operators involved in Bio-District’s product  

promotion) will reach in this way the aim to have a local 

market able to appreciate typical and organic excellence 

products of their territory. Thus, their engagement in 

biodiversity safeguard will be recognized in a proper manner. 

Furthermore, it will be assured the realization of “short food 

chain” which, putting in direct contact producers and buyers, 

will allow a new kind of relationship based on mutual 

knowledge and trust. In fact, consumers of Organic District 

will get, i.e., the chance to know about the production place. It 

will also become possible to realize a direct relationship 

between consumers and the farmers participating at the “Bio-

District Agreement”, by means of which participating farms 

are engaged to produce following typical, organic, GMO free 

criteria, respecting also ethical and social issues on which 

organic agriculture is based.

between inland rural and coastal touristic areas. Each Eco-path stage is valuated 

and classified on the base of a rule established from the AIAB which on turn 

Refer to the “Charter of the Principles for a Sustainable Tourism in the Rural Areas”.
